The QAA Access to HE Diploma

In order to achieve the QAA Access to HE Diploma students must successfully achieve 60 credits, at least 45 of which are at Level 3. 
Pathways

Students studying the QAA Access to HE Diploma follow one 60 credit pathway. Please note that although some Access Providers choose to call their course by a specific name eg Access to Nursing, it is the name of the pathway that will appear on the final Access to HE Diploma eg Access to HE (Health and Social Care).
Modules and units

Each Access to HE Pathway is made up of units, each worth 3 credits, grouped together in subject modules.  The pathway consists of units from Study Skills, GCSE Equivalence and Subject Specialist modules. The pathway Completion Criteria indicates any mandatory or recommended units.
1. Selecting a Pathway

Select one pathway after consultation with your Tutor.
2. Study Skills All students must select Study Skills. Some pathways have mandatory units. See the selected Pathway Completion Criteria for details
3. GCSE Equivalence

One GCSE Equivalence must be included within the 60 credits of the Diploma. The Completion Criteria for the pathway may list this or give students a choice. Some pathways require more than one equivalence to be completed in order to meet the requirements of the intended progression route. 
Students who have already been awarded GCSE at Grade ‘C’ or above may apply for Accreditation of Prior Learning (APL). The student must produce the original certificate by the start of the course for the Tutor to copy.
4. Specialist Subject modules

Specialist subject modules are listed in the Completion Criteria for each pathway. Choose only those listed in the pathway completion criteria unless permission has been given by the OCNSWR Access to HE Officer for modules from other pathways to be used.
